Please complete the Working with Children Check declaration (Appendix 5) and 
provide 100 points of identification at the school office.  The easiest way to 
achieve 100 points is to provide the following: 
 

 Passport or original birth certificate (70 points each) 

 Driver’s licence (40 points) 
 
NOTE:  If transporting students by private vehicle, in addition to the WWCC 
declaration a current drivers’ licence, insurance paperwork and registration must 
also be sighted by the school office.  This information is required in the days 
leading up to the event to ensure details are current. 
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
